After a successful decade, we have proven that words and reading are vital in the 
Greater Moncton area.  Over 17,000 people attended the 2009 Festival and broke 

attendance records while feeding their imaginations!  

2009 Attendance Statistics  
 
¶ Total attendance increased almost 10% 

to 17,500 
¶ Attendance at public events increased 

25% 
¶ 500 free books were given out to the 

general public with most of them going 
to children 

¶ Year-round programming such as the 
Pop et Frye series, a Community Read 
event and a book launch allowed an 
extra 2,000 people to take part in 
Festival events 

2009 School Visit Statistics  
 
¶ The number of students who saw an 

author remains steady at 10,000 
¶ There were a total of over 140 school 
visits to four of the provinceôs school 
districts 

¶ The Festival donated $8,000 worth of 
new books to participating schools 

¶ $4,500 in prize money was allocated to 
writing contest winners and their 
schools.  For the first time, this yearôs 
contest included separate categories for 
fiction and essay submissions.
